ABOUT THE INSTITUTE

History

The Harish-Chandra Research Institute is one of the premier research
institutes in the country. It is an autonomous institution fully funded by the
Department of Atomic Energy (DAE), Government of India. The Institute was
founded as the Mehta Research Institute of Mathematics and Mathematical
Physics (MRI). On 10th Oct 2000 the Institute was renamed as Harish-Chandra
Research Institute (HRI) after the acclaimed mathematician, the late Prof Harish-
Chandra.

MRI started with the efforts of Dr. B. N. Prasad, a mathematician at the
University of Allahabad, with initial support from the B. S. Mehta Trust, Kolkata.
Dr. Prasad was succeeded in January 1966 by Dr. S. R. Sinha, also of Allahabad
University. He was followed by Prof. P. L. Bhatnagar as the first formal Director.
After an interim period, in January 1983 Prof. S. S. Shrikhande joined as the next
Director of the Institute. During his tenure the dialogue with the DAE entered into
decisive stage and a review committee was constituted by the DAE to examine
the Institute's future. In 1985 Shri N. D. Tiwari, the then Chief Minister of Uttar
Pradesh, agreed to provide sufficient land for the Institute and the DAE promised
financial support for meeting both the recurring and non-recurring expenditure.
In January 1990, about 66 acres of land was acquired in Jhunsi, Allahabad, and the
Institute came up at this site.

Prof. Shrikhande was followed by Prof. H. S. Mani who took over as the
Director in January 1992. With his joining, and the shift to the new campus at
Jhunsi in 1996, the Institute's activities picked up pace. After a distinguished
tenure of about nine years Prof. Mani retired in August 2001 and the charge was
taken over by Prof. R.S. Kulkarni. After Prof. Kulkarni's tenure, Prof. Amitava
Raychaudhuri was the Director from July 19, 2005 to May 15, 2011. After him
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Prof. Sumathi Rao officiated as Acting Director till April 28, 2012. Prof. Jayanta
Kumar Bhattacharjee was the next Director and continued till April 9, 2017. Prof.
Pinaki Majumdar, the current Director, took over on April 10, 2017.

The Institute has a residential campus in Jhunsi, Allahabad, with a library,
state of the art computational facility and fast internet link to the outside world.
There is an active Ph.D program, an M.Sc program in Physics that started in 2017,
and a large traffic of visiting scientists and students.

Research

The Institute continues to be devoted to fundamental research in diverse
areas of mathematics and theoretical physics. Research is carried out by faculty
members, visiting scientists, post-doctoral fellows and Ph.D. students.

The mathematics group at HRI carries out research in several areas. In
algebra, work is done on algebraic groups and related structures, the theory of
groups and group rings, representation theory, and infinite-dimensional Lie
algebras. Work in analysis is in the field of harmonic analysis of Lie groups.
Activity in geometry includes discontinuous groups and Riemann surfaces,
algebraic topology, variation all problems on manifolds, Chow groups of rational
surfaces, and moduli of vector bundles. The number theory group works on
algebraic, analytic and combinatorial number theory, automorphic forms and

cryptography.

The areas of research in physics are astrophysics, condensed matter
physics, quantum information and computing, high energy phenomenology and
string theory. In astrophysics, work is done on the cosmic microwave background,
large scale structure formation, and galaxy evolution. Main areas of activity in
condensed matter physics are strongly correlated systems, mesoscopic systems,
and the study of clusters and nanomaterials. In string theory, perturbative and
non-perturbative aspects of string theory and quantum field theory are being
actively investigated. Research in neutrino physics, strong interactions, lattice
gauge theory, super symmetry and various aspects of physics beyond the
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standard model is done in high-energy phenomenology. The Institute is a member
of the India-based Neutrino Observatory (INO) collaboration.

Recognition

Since 1992 the Institute has attracted worldwide attention, as is evident from the
recognition received by many of its members. Several members of the Institute
have been recognised for their scientific contribution. Prof. Ashoke Sen, Prof. B.
Mukhopadhyaya, Prof. Pinaki Majumdar and Prof. Rajesh Gopakumar have been
awarded the Shanti Swarup Bhatnagar prize and in 2018 Prof. Aditi Sen De
became the first woman scientist in India to be awarded the Bhatnagar prize in
Physical Sciences. The outstanding contribution of Prof. Ashoke Sen has been
recognised by a Fellowship of the Royal Society, the award of Padmashri and
Padmabhushan and the award of one of the first Fundamental Physics Prize
(2012) from the Yuri Milner Foundation. He was the only recipient of the prize
from all of Asia. In 2017 the Institute was recognized as being among the top 10
research centers in India by the Nature journal.
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2
DIRECTOR’S REPORT

March 2020 marked the temporary end of the world as we knew it. As | write, we
are still in the grip of the pandemic, with many activities suspended and some moved
online. The April 2019 to March 2020 period however was vibrant. | touch upon the
activities below.

We had the "AFS-I- Annual Foundation School" in Mathematics in May 2019, and
two conferences in the subsequent period. One was a meeting on “Class groups of
number fields and related topics” in Oct 2019. This was the third in a series of meetings
being held at HRI. In March 2020 we had a mini workshop on “Bundles, Cycles, and
Motives”.

We maintained an active Visitors Program, using the generous support provided
by the Infosys Foundation. The Visiting Professors spend a week or more at HRI and
deliver a set of lectures on some topic in their field. Over this period, in Mathematics we
had V. Kumar Murty from the Field's Institute, University of Toronto, in October,
Joachim Toft, from Linnaeus University, Sweden, and Jean-Marc Deshouillers from
Institute of Mathematics of Bordeaux in November, and Kamal Khuri-Makdisi from the
American University, Beirut, in January. In Physics we had Jainendra Jain from Penn
State in June, John McGrady from Oxford University in September, and Yuval Gefen
from Weizmann and Ribhu Kaul from the University of Kentucky, in January.

We held our annual Talent Search examination for school level children in
Allahabad, and activities promoting the Rajbhasha. The HRI colloquia featured talks by
educationists, historians, economists and of course physicists and mathematicians from
across the country.

A larger than average number of students graduated during this period. A total of
24 students (10 in Math and 14 in Physics) completed their Ph.D requirements. For the
current year the entire admission process in Physics and Mathematics has been moved
online. The number of papers published over the period would be around 120.

SUMMARY OF RESEARCH ACTIVITIES (MATHEMATICS)

The main themes of research of the mathematics group at HRI are in the
areas of Finite Group Theory, Algebraic Geometry, Differential Geometry,
Harmonic Analysis, Lie Algebras and Number Theory. The report below highlights
contributions made to some of these areas over the academic year 2019-2020.

Finite groups are sets with a finite number of elements that are endowed
with a binary operation, usually called multiplication, which is required to satisfy
the conditions of associativity, having an identity element and invertibility. A finite
group, the number of whose elements is the power of a prime number p is called
a p-group. An element of a group that can be written as ab-al.b? for some
elements a and b of the group is called a commutator. Here - denotes the binary
operation in the group and a?; b denote the inverses with respect to this
operation of the elements a and b. The commutator subgroup of a group is the
smallest group contained in this group and containing all of its commutators.

A long standing problem infinite group theory is to classify all finite groups
in which every element of the commutator subgroup is a commutator. A recent
result in the subject tells us that if the commutator subgroup of a finite p-group,
p a prime number > 5, is minimally generated by 3 elements, then every element
of the commutator subgroup is a commutator. This statement, however, is not
always true when the commutator subgroups is minimally generated by more
than 3 elements. A work of Prof. Manoj Kumar and his student Rahul Kaushik
takes up the case when the commutator subgroup ofa finite p-group is of order p*
and exponent p. A complete classification of such finite p-groups in which not all
elements of the commutator subgroup are commutators is provided in this work,

which is available on the mathematics archive as ArXiv:2005.13929 .

A central theme of modern Algebraic Geometry is the study of moduli
spaces. These are spaces that parametrise intersting families of geometrical
objects. In a joint work, which is on the mathematics archive as ArXiv:
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2005.01084, Prof. Umesh Dubey and his collaborator Prof. Sanjay Amrutiya of IIT
Gandhinagar studied some questions on the functorial construction of moduli of
parabolic sheaves using their notion of moduli of filtered representations
following A. King, which was the subject of an earlier joint paper that was recently
accepted in the well-known journal Bulletin des Sciences Mathematiques. This
study allowed them, in particular, to settle a question of V. Balaji in a large
number of cases. As a consequence, they also deduce the projectivity of certain
moduli spaces. Further, they obtained liftings of functorial moduli construction at
the level of moduli stacks and deduced some properties for the moduli stack of
stable objects.

The representation theory of infinite dimensional Lie algebras is of great
interest in both mathematics and physics. An important question in this topic is
the classification of irreducible integrable modules over these algebras. In their
preprint available as arxiv.org/pdf/2007.06415, Prof. Punita Batra and her student
Priyanshu Chakraborty consider certain infinite dimensional Lie algebras called
loop toroidal Lie algebras and classify their irreducible integrable modules with
finite dimensional weight spaces.

A Hilbert space of H of distributions on R", the real vector space of n-
dimensions, is said to be translation invariant if every translate by an element x of
R" of any distribution f in H is also in H and has the same norm as f. The
modulation invariance of H is defined similarly in terms of the notion of
modulation of elements of H by the elements of R". In the article ArXiv
No.2004.02430V1, Prof. P.K. Ratna kumar and his collaborators Prof. Joachim
Toft, Dr. Ramesh Manna and Dr. Anupam Ghumbher show that any Hilbert space
H of distributions on R" which is both translation and modulation invariant is
necessarily the same as L?(R"), the space of square integrable functions on R".

Given a square root Jd of an integer d, the set of numbers of the form a +
bJE, where a and b are any rational numbers, forms a field. When d is a non-
square integer, this field is called a quadratic field and is denoted by Q(\/a).
Associated to every quadratic field Q(\/a) is a finite group called its class group
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and the number of elements of this group is called the class number of this
quadratic field. The study of the class number of quadratic fields is an important
topic in number theory. A recent work of Prof. Kalyan Chakraborty and his
collaborators Dr. Azizul Hoque and Mr. Mohit Mishra, published as
https://doi.org/10.1007/s40316-020-00139-1, contributes to this study by giving
certain efficiently calculable conditions that allow them to specify the structure of

class groups of order 4 in a certain family of quadratic fields Q( \/a) with d> 0.

Algebraic numbers are an extension of the notion of rational numbers. They
are complex numbers that are the roots of single variable polynomials with
rational number coefficients. For example, the elements of the quadratic fields
mentioned above are algebraic numbers. A famous theorem of K. Rothtells us
that an irrational algebraic number does not admit very sharp approximation by
rational numbers. Roth's theorem is a fundamental result in number theory that
has been intensively researched over half a century. In 2004, Corvaja and Zannier,
in solving some problems of Mahler and Mendes

France, gave a certain generalization of this theorem. A recent work of Prof.
R. Thangadurai and Dr. Veekesh Kumar, available as arXiv:2001.00386, obtained a
multidimensional extension of the theorem of Corvaja and Zannier.
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SUMMARY OF RESEARCH ACTIVITIES (PHYSICS)

Condensed Matter Physics

There have been works on three aspects: topological materials, strongly
correlated systems and materials for applications. In topological materials, our
work has encompassed topological phases of matter, concentrating on
topological insulators of higher order, edge physics in the integer quantum Hall
effect and topological phase transitions using the renormalisation group
procedure. We have also continued our earlier work on Weyl semi-metals and on
graphene edges.

In strongly correlated systems, we have explored the dynamics of
phonons and spins in correlated systems, this should help in understanding the
spectroscopic data in real materials. We have also worked on the voltage driven
breakdown of Mott insulators.

We have studied doped cobalt clusters to understand the origin of large
magnetic anisotropy in these systems important in designing permanent magnets.
alpha-Mn02, a material used in Li-air batteries, have been studied under high
pressure, and has been found to transform to the delta-MnO2 phase. Stability and
electronic properties of lanthanum oxide clusters have also been studied in
collaboration with experimentalists.

Astrophysics

The astrophysics group at HRI consists of one permanent faculty member,
two post doctoral fellows and one Ph.D. student. Three students have recently
submitted their Ph.D. thesis, and the viva voce examination of one of them has
successfully been over. One of the aforementioned three Ph.D. students is being
jointly supervised with some permanent faculty member of S.N. Bose National
Centre for Basic Science, Kolkata. The group maintains a vibrant visitor
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programme under which several members of the other academic institutions
from India and abroad visit every year. For last one year, the members of the
group have been working in the field of astrophysics, general relativity and
gravitation, and dynamical systems phenomena.

High Energy Phenomenology

Several contributions of significance have come from this group in the context of
beyond standard model physics search at present and future accelerator
experiments, dark matter experiments as well as Astrophysics experiments such as
the Square Kilometre Array (SKA1). The contributions have been mainly focussed
in analysing new phenomenological ideas beyond the Standard Model (BSM) of
particle physics that involve extended scalar sectors and super symmetry. New
ways of unravelling such scenarios at experiments have been proposed. The group
has generated new ideas on dark matter content of the Universe and proposed
search strategies for new particles such as charged Higgs bosons at collider
experiments. The group has continued in its efforts to address the open issue of
dark matter of our Universe in the contexts of theoretical model-building and
studying gamma-ray signals and radio data signals from outer space. Members of
the Neutrino group are a part of new experiments planned to study neutrino
properties such as the INO and DUNE collaborations and physics studies at these
experiments are one of the major efforts carried out. In addition, impact of new
physics such as signatures of dark matter and neutrino less beta decay and
baryogenesis has been also looked at by the group.

Quantum Information and Computing

The area of quantum information and computation (QIC) is a science at the
interface of physics, mathematics, computer science, and engineering, and
promises to revolutionize the future of our abilities to communicate and compute.
The QIC group at HRI works on a large spectrum of topics in this area and its
interface with other areas including ultracold gases and quantum optics. The group
currently consists of 14 PhD students, 5 postdoctoral fellows, several visitors, 1
adjunct faculty, and 3 faculty members.
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Among the research works performed by the group members in the last academic
year, is one on the quantum Chesire Cat, a counterintuitive phenomenon that
provides a new window into the nature of the quantum systems in relation to
multiple degrees of freedom associated with a single physical entity. In another
work, they showed that one can have enhancement in performance of quantum
battery by ordered and disordered interactions in a quantum spin chain. In yet
another one, they show how one can beat the detection loophole in nonlinear
entanglement witnesses in generic shared quantum devices.

String theory

String theory provides us with a theoretical framework which can lead to a unified
theory of all forces of nature. The string theory group at HRI has examined various
aspects of the theory over the last one year. On the more theoretical side, research
has been carried out in string field theory. One interesting result in this area is
certain exact computations in two dimensions which have given exact information
about the structure of the string effective action. Another direction has been
systematic study of the low energy effective action of strings, by making use of the
method of modular graphs. Exact studies have been carried out in gauge theories
by making use of the WKB method. Finally, cosmological implications of moduli
fields (which arise generically in string theory) have been examined.

Whenever we get a refund of TDS, we add it up to Receipts / General Fund.

Compliance with provisions of TDS deduction u/s 194J and u/s 195 of the Income Tax Act, in
respect of payments made towards e-journals and books to suppliers and other foreign
payments has not been made during the year.

Auditee’'s Reply: We have mentioned in Notes to Accounts. “9.1 TDS deductible u/s 194J
/195 on Library Journals Subscriptions payments fo Indian / Foreign vendors will be realized
on actual values of supplies when affected.” It is assured that we will take up each supplier
case one by one and will seek confirmation on TDS compliance. The status will be reporfed

An amount of Rs.4.7850,030/- has been
shown as Capital WIP booked for
construction of buildings funded from Plan
Projects, Construction has stopped through
Hon’ble Allahabad High Court order.

Since there 1s no change m the status of flus PIL, our
report remains same as under:-

In regard to a PIL No.4003 filed in relation to
Ganga Pollution, the Hon'ble High Court passed an
order that no construction shall be carried out within
the 500 meters of Highest Flood Level (HFL) of river
Ganges in the year 1978, as a result, the construction
activity of the Instifute was stopped since February
2013. The matter 1s still subjudice, the entire amount
spent on construction has been shown as Capital Work
in Progress.

Physical verification of Fixed Assets has not
been carried out by the Institute during FY
2019-20 as offices were closed in March 2020
onwards due to COVID-19. The quantity and
value reconciliation with fixed assets register
for all the items 1s not made therefore we are
unable to comment that financial records are
mn agreement with assets as recorded in fixed
assets register.

Due to COVID-19 Pandemic and lockdown declared
by the Govt. no physical verification of assets could be
carried out as on 31/3/2020. But we do maintain an
Asset Register on the basis of our books of accounts.

The TDS deducted on Interest earned on
FDRs and Short Term Deposits are treated as
expense i the year of its deduction mstead of
treating 1t as an Asset. The policy of treating
TDS as an expense 1s not as per the
prescribed norms.

Yes, it i1s our practice since years. We treat Gross
Interest as Receipts and TDS deducted as Expense.
This 15 as per Uniform Accounting Format of DAE
also. We do not treat it as ASSET as the case of gefting
it back from IT Department 1s not assured every tiume.
Whenever we get a refund of TDS, we add it up to
Receipts/General Fund.
