Accounting policies

Company information

Reliance acsn Limited {04924133) is a private company limited by shares incorporated in England and Wales. The
registered office is 3 Valentine Place, London, SE1 8QH.

Accounting convention

These financial statements have been prepared in accordance with FRS 102 “The Financial Reporting Standard
applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland” (“FRS 102”) and the requirements of the Companies Act 2006, as
applicable to companies subject to the small companies' regime. The disclosure requirements of section 1A of FRS
102 have been applied, other than where additional disclosure is required to show a true and fair view.

The financial statements are prepared in sterling, which is the functional currency of the company. Monetary a
maounts in these financial statements are rounded to the nearest £,

The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention. The principal accounting policies
adopted are set out below.

Going concern

The financial statemants have been prepared on a going concern basis, which assumes that the company will
continue in operational existence, and will be able to meet its liahilities as they fall due, for a periad of at least
twelve months from the date of approval of the financial statements.

In reaching this conclusion the directors have considered the considerable investment made into new business
streams to future proof the business. The investment phase is now complete, resulting in & wider customer base
and an active pipeline of new oppartunities, which the directors forecast, will have a pasitive impact on results in
future periods. The continued impact of CCVID-12 has been considered within these farecasts.

In concluding that it is appropriate to adopt the going concern basis in preparing the financial statements, the
directors have had regard to the future growth plans for the company and the support received from its ultimate
parent company, Reliance Trust Limited and ultimate owner Mr. B. Kingham, In financing those plans.

Sheuld the assumptions referred te in the directors assessment of the going concern basis abave, prove to be
invalid, the going concern basis may also be invalid and accordingly, adjustments may have to be made to reduce
the value of the assets to their realisable amounts, to provide for any further liabilities which might arise and to
reclassify all there fixed assets and long term lizbilities as currant assets and liabilities respectively.

Turnaver

Turnover represents amounts receivable for products and services delivered during the year and services provided
during the year, net of VAT.

Turnover relation to third party products and services is recognised on delivery of the product or activation key to
the customer. Any turnover recognised ahead of this time is deferred at the year end.

Turnover relating to managed services is recognised proportionately over the life cf the contract. Turnover is
accrued or deferred, as appropriate at the year end.

Turnover relating to PEN testing an consultancy is recagnised in line with the cost incurred. Turnover is recognised
to the extent that it is prebable it will be recovered.

Financial instruments

The company has elected to apply the provisions of Section 11 ‘Basic Financial Instrumeants” and Section 12 ‘Other
Financial Instruments Issues’ of FRS 102 to all of its financial instruments.

Financial instruments are recognised in the company's balance sheet when the company bacomes party to the
contractual provisions of the instrument.

Financial assets and liabilities are offset, with the net amounts presented in the financial statements, when there is
a legally enforceable right to set off the recognised amounts and there is an intention to settle on a net basis or to
realise the asset and settle the liability simultancously.

Basic financiol assets

Basic financial assets, which include debtors and cash and bank balances, are initially measured at transaction price
including transaction costs and are subsequently carried at amortised ¢ost using the effective interest method
unless the arrangement constitutes a financing transaction, where the transaction s measured at the present value
of the future receipts discounted at a market rate of interest. Financial assets classified as receivable within one year
are not amortised.

Classification of financial liabilities

Financial liabilities and equity instruments are classified according to the substance of the contractual arrangements
entered into. An equity Instrument is any contract that evidences a residual interest in the assets of the company
after deducting all of its liabilities.

Basic financial liabilities

Basic financial liabilities, including creditors, and loans from fellow group companies, are Initially recognised at
transaction price unless the arrangement constitutes a financing transaction, where the debt instrument is
measured at the present value of the future payments discaunted at 2 market rate of interest. Financial liabilities
classified as payahle within one year are not amortised.

Debt instruments are subsequently carried at amortised cost, using the effective interest rate method.

Trade creditors are obligations to pay for goods or services that have been acquired in the ordinary course of
business from suppliers. Amounts payable ara classified as current liabilities if payment is due within one year or
less. If not, they are presented as non-current liabilities. Trade creditars are recognised initially at transaction price
and subsequently measured at amortised cost using the effective interest method.

Equity instruments

Equity instruments issued by the company are recorded at the proceeds received, net of transaction costs.
Dividends payakle on equity instruments are recognised as liabilities once they are no longer at the discretion of the
company.

Changes in the fair value of derivatives that are designated and qualify as fair value hedges are recognised in profit
or loss immediately, together with any changes in the fair value of the hedged asset or liability that are attributable
to the hedged risk.

1.9 Taxation
The tax income represents the sum of the tax currently payable and deferred tax.

Current tax

The tax currently payable is based on taxable profit for the year. Taxable profit differs from net loss as reported in
the profit and loss account because it excludes items of income or expense that are taxahle ar deductible in other
vears and it further excludes items that are never taxable or deductible. The company’s liability for current tax is
calculated using tax rates that have been enacted, or substantively enacted, by the reporting end date.

Deferred tax
Deferred taxation is provided in full in respect of taxation deferred by timing differences between the treatment of
certain items for taxatian and accounting purposes. The deferred tax balance has not been discounted.

Deferred tax assets are only recognised to the extent that it is probable that they will be recovered against the
reversal of deferred tax liabllities or other future taxable profits.

If and when all conditians for retaining tax allowances for the cost of a fixed asset have been met, the deferred tax is
reversed.,

A deferred tax liability or asset is recognised for the additienal tax that will be paid or avoided in respect of assets
and liabilities that are recognised in a business combination.

Deferred tax is calculated using the tax rates and laws that have been enacted or substantively enacted by the
reporting date that are expected to apply to the reversal of the timing difference.

Deferred tax liabilities are presented within provisions for liabilities and deferred tax assets within debtors.
Deferred tax assets and deferred tax liabilities are offset only if:

- the company has a legally enforceable right to set off current tax assets against current tax liabilitias, and

- the deferred tax assets and deferrad tax liabilities relate to income taxes levied by the same taxation
authority on either the same taxable entity or different taxable entities which intend either to settle current tax
liahilities and assets on a net basis, or to realise the assets and settle the liabilities simultaneously.

1.10 Employee benefits

The casts of short-term employee benefits are recognised as a liability and an expense, unless thase costs are
required to be recognised as part of development ar fixed assets.

The cost of any unused holiday entitlement is recognised in the period in which the employee’s services are
received.

Termination benefits are recognised immediately, as an expense, when the company is demonstrably committed to
terminate the employment of an employee, ar to provide termination benefits.
