The directors present the strategic report for the year ended 31 December 2020.

Principal Activities

The principal activity of the company during the year is the development and sale of intranet software and the provision of
related professional services. Over the last five years there has been a significant shift in development and sales from on
premise software to Software as a Service {*SaaS").

Overview and Strategy

During the reporting period, Odyssey Interactive Limited ('Interact’), has delivered significant growth in bookings {sales
orders) and gross profit whilst also delivering significant strategic progress. Interact has continued to perform extremely
viell following the decision at the beginning of 2015 to focus on subscription sales, where invoices are typically raised
annually and the revenue recognised on a daily basis. In prior years the principal offering had been perpetual licensing,
where total invoicing for the software is raised and recognised upfront. The transition has resulted in an increase of
accruals and deferred income, which will be recognised for statutory purposes in future periods. As at 31 December 202¢
the figure for deferred income, included in creditors due within one year, was £ 4,132k (2019; £ 3,958k).

The increase in contracted sales orders has been very encouraging and future committed invoicing is constantly
increasing. Sales orders for Interact and its wholly owned US subsidiary in 2020 were £29,870k compared to £20,543k in
2019, an increase of 45% (2019:13%).

At the beginning of 2021 the amount of contracted revenue, including deferred income and that of its subsidiary Interact
Intranet, Inc., to be recognised in future accounting periods was in excess of £34m. A significant benefit with annual
subscription Saa$S inveicing is that reported revenue increases significantly from three years after the switch fo SaaS.

Risks

The principal risk facing Interact relates to any unforeseen changes in software development which could have an
adverse impact on the group's software sales. However, the Board and management teams are closely inveolved in the
group's businesses on a day to day basis and are appropriately qualified and experienced to identify and deal with any
such issues that may arise.

The ultimate duration of the Covid-19 crisis is still unknown, and there is potential for further disruption which could have
an impact on future revenues. However, the Board belisve the Group is well positioned within a growing sector with a
diversified portfolio of customers across many different geographies and industries to any challenges that may lie ahead.

Operational Review

Interact is a leading glebal supplier of intelligent social intranet software for businesses. Companies using Interact
Software report improved efficiency, greater productivity, increased employee engagement, better decision-making and
cost savings.

Interact delivered revenues of £11.9m (2019: £11.3m) and operating profits before management charges of £8,087k
{2019: £5,019K).

Interact continues to invest in product development, sales and marketing and our people. During 2020 significant
development efforts, particularly in the areas of mobile, integration and pulse surveys which resulted in the enhancement
of our product offering and £8.8m of development costs, net of amortisation, were capitalised.

Accounting policies

Company information
Qdyssey Interactive Limited is a private company limited by shares incorporated in England and Wales. The
registered office is 5th Floor, 24 Mount Street, Manchester, M2 3NX.

Accounting convention
These financial statements have been prepared in accordance with FRS 102 “The Financial Reporting Standard
applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland” {*FRS 102"} and the requirements of the Companies Act 2006.

The financial statements are prepared in sterling, which is the functional currency of the company. Monetary a
mounts in these financial statements are rounded to the nearest £.

The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention. The principal accounting
policies adopted are set out below.

Going concern

At the time of approving the financial statements, the directors have a reasonable expectation that the company
has adequate resources to continue in operational existence for the foreseeable future. Thus the directors continue
to adopt the going concern basis of accounting in preparing the financial statements.

Turnover

Turnover is recognised at the fair value of the consideration received or receivable for goods and services provided
in the normal course of business, and is shown net of VAT and other sales related taxes. The fair value of
consideration takes intc account trade discounts, settlement discounts and volume rebates.

Revenue is recognised in line with the provision of services based on work performed during the period where the
outcome can be assessed with reasonable certainty.

Wherea contracts involve the provision of more than one separable type of service or goods, revenue is attributed to
the separable elements based on the fair value of the goods or services.

For maintenance suppert income, only that proportion of revenue is recognised which relates to the part of the
maintenance period falling within the financial period.

Income recognised in turnover but not invoiced at the period end is recorded in prepayments and accrued income
within debtors. Where invoices are raised in advance of the provision of services they are recorded as accruals and
deferred income in creditors.

Revenue from the rendering of services is measured by reference to the stage of completien of the service
transaction at the end of the reporting period provided that the cutcome can he reliably estimated. When the
outcome cannot be reliably estimated, revenue is recognised only to the extent that expenses recognised are
recoverable.

Research and development expenditure
Research expenditure is written off against profits in the year in which it is incurred. Identifiable development
expenditure is capitalised to the extent that the technical, commercial and financial feasibility can be demonstrated.

1.5 Intangible fixed assets other than goodwill
Intangible assets acquired separately from a business are recognised at cost and are subsequently measured at
cost less accumulated amcrtisation and accumulated impairment losses.

Intangible assets acquired on business combinations are recognised separately from goodwill at the acquisition
date where it is probable that the expected fulure economic benefits that are attributable to the asset will flow to the
entity and the fair value of the asset can be measured reliably; the intangible asset arises from contractual or other
legal rights; and the intangible asset is separable from the entity.

Amortisation is recognised so as to write off the cost or valuation of assets less their residual values over their
useful lives on the following bases:

Development Costs 20% straight line
1.6 Tangible fixed assets
Tangible fixed assets are initially measured at cost and suksequently measured st cost or valuation, net of

depreciation and any impairment losses.

Depreciation is recognised sa as to write off the cost or valuation of assets less their residual values over their
useful lives on the following bases:

Leasehold improvements 10% straight line
Fixtures, fittings & equipment 20% reducing balance
Computer equipment 33% reducing balance

The yain or luss drising on Lhe disposal of an assel is delermined as the dillerence belween the sale proceeds and
the carrying value of the asset, and is credited or charged to profit or loss.

1.7 Fixed asset investments
Interests in subsidiaries, asscciates and joinily controlled entities are initially measured at cost and subsequently
measured at cost less any accumulated impairment losses. The investments are assessed for impairment at each
reporting date and any impairment losses or reversals of impairment losses are recognised immediately in profit or
loss.

A subsidiary is an entity controlled by the company. Control is the power to govern the financial and operating
policies of the entity so as to obtain benefits from its activities,

1.8 Impairment of fixed assets
At each reporting period end date, the company reviews the carrying amounts of its tangible and intangible assets
to determine whether there is any indication that those assets have suffered an impairment loss. If any such
indication exists, the recoverable amount of the asset is estimated in order to determine the extent of the
impairment loss (if any). Where it is not possible to estimate the recoverable amount of an individual asset, the
company estimates the recoverable amount of the cash-generating unit to which the asset belongs.

1.9 Cash and cash equivalents
Cash and cash equivalents are basic financial assets and include cash in hand, deposits held at call with banks,
other short-term liquid investments with original maturities of three months or less, and bank overdrafts. Bank
overdrafts are shown within borrowings in current liabilities.

Financial instruments
The company has elected to apply the provisions of Section 11 ‘Basic Financial Instruments’ and Secticn 12 'Other
Financial Instruments Issues’ of FR3 102 to all of its financial instruments.

Financial instruments are recognised in the company's balance sheet when the company hecomes party to the
contractual provisions of the instrument.

Financial assets and liabilities are offset, with the net amounts presented in the financial statements, when there is
a legally enforceable right to set off the recognised amounts and there is an intenticn to settle on a net basis or to
realise the asset and settle the liability simultaneously.

Basic financial assets

Basic financial assets, which include debtors and cash and bank balances, are initially measured at transaction
price including transaction costs and are subsequently carried at amortised cost using the effective interest method
unless the arrangement constitutes a financing transaction, where the transaction is measured at the present value
of the future receipts discounted at a market rate of interest. Financial assets classified as receivable within one
year are not amortised.

Other financial assets

Other financial assets, including investments in equity instruments which are not subsidiaries, associates or joint
ventures, are initially measured at fair value, which is normally the transaction price. Such assets are subsequently
carried at fair value and the changes in fair value are recognised in profit or loss, except that investments in equity
instruments that are not publicly traded and whose fair values cannot be measured reliably are measured at cost
less impairment.

Impairment of financial assets
Financial assets, other than those held at fair value through profit and less, are assessed for indicators of
impairment at each reporting end date.

Financial assets are impaired where there is objective evidence that, as a result of one or more events that
occurred after the initial recognition of the financial asset, the estimated future cash flows have been affected. If an
asset is impaired, the impairment loss is the difference between the carrying amount and the present value of the
estimated cash flows discounted at the asset's original effective interest rate. The impairment loss is recognised in
profit or loss.

If there is a decrease in the impairment loss arising from an event occurring after the impairment was recognised,
the impairment is reversed. The reversal is such that the current carrying amount does not exceed what the
carrying amount would have been, had the impairment not previously been recognised. The impairment reversal is
recognised in profit or loss.

Derecognition of financial assets

Financial assets are derecognised only when the contractual rights to the cash flows from the asset expire or are
settled, or when the company transfers the financial asset and substantially all the risks and rewards of ownership
to another entity, or if some significant risks and rewards of ownership are retained but control of the asset has
transferred to another party that is able tc sell the asset in its entirety to an unrelated third party.

Classification of financial liabilities

Financial liabilities and equity instruments are classified according to the substance of the contractual
arrangements entered into. An equity instrument is any contract that evidences a residual interest in the assets of
the company after deducting all of its liabilities.

Basic financial liabilities

Basic financial liabilities, including creditors, bank loans and loans from fellow group companies, are initially
recognised at transaction price unless the arrangement constitutes a financing transaction, where the debt
instrument is measured at the present value of the future payments discounted at a market rate of interest.
Financial liabilities classified as payable within one year are not amortised.

Debt instruments are subsequently carried at amortised cost, using the effective interest rate method.

Trade creditors are obligations to pay for goods or services that have been acquired in the ordinary course of
business from suppliers. Amounts payable are classified as current liabilities if payment is due within one year or
less. If not, they are presented as non-current liabilities. Trade creditors are recognised initially at transaction price
and subsequently measured at amortised cost using the effective interest method.

Other financial liabilities

Derivatives, including interest rate swaps and forward foreign exchange contracts, are not basic financial
instruments. Derivatives are initially recognised at fair value on the date a derivative contract is entered into and
are subsequently re-measured at their fair value. Changes in the fair value of derivatives are recognised in profit ar
loss in finance costs or finance income as appropriate, unless hedge accounting is applied and the hedge is a cash
flow hedge.

Debt instruments that do not meet the conditicns in FRS 102 paragraph 11.9 are subsequently measured at fair
value through profit or loss. Debt instruments may be designated as being measured at fair value through profit or
loss to eliminate or reduce an accounting mismatch or if the instruments are measured and their performance
evaluated on a fair value basis in accordance with a documented risk management or investment strategy.

Derecognition of financial liabilities
Financial liahilities are derecognised when the company's contractual obligations expire or are discharged or
cancelled.

Equity instruments

Equity instruments issued by the company are recaorded at the proceads received, net of transaction costs.
Dividends payable on equity instruments are recognised as liabilities once they are no longer at the discretion of
the company.

Taxation
The tax expense represents the sum of the tax currently payable and deferred tax.

Current tax

The tax currently payable is based on taxable profit for the year. Taxable profit differs from net profit as reported in
the profit and loss account because it excludes items of income or expense that are taxable or deductible in ather
years and it further excludes items that are never taxable or deductible. The company’s liability for current tax is
calculated using tax rates that have been enacted or substantively enacted by the reporting end date.

Deferred tax

Deferred tax liabilities are generally recognised for all timing differences and deferred tax assets are recognised to
the extent that it is probable that they will be recovered against the reversal of deferred 1ax liahilities or other future
taxable profits. Such assets and liabilities are not recognised if the timing difference arises from goodwill or from
the initial recognition of other assets and liabilities in a transaction that affects neither the tax profit nor the
accounting profit.

The carrying amount of deferred tax assets is reviewed at each reporting end date and reduced to the extent that it
is no longer probable that sufficient taxable profits will be available to allow all or part of the asset to be recovered.
Deferred tax is calculated at the tax rates that are expected to apply in the period when the liability is settled or the
asset is realised. Deferred tax is charged or credited in the profit and loss account, except when it relates to items
charged or credited directly to equity, in which case the deferred tax is also dealt with in equity. Deferred tax assets
and liakilities are offset when the company has a legally enforceable right to offset current tax assets and liabilities
and the deferred tax assets and liabilities relate to taxes levied by the same tax authority.

Employee benefits
The costs of shart-term employee benefits are recognised as a liability and an expense, unless those costs are
required to be recognised as part of the cost of stock or fixed assets.

The cost of any unused holiday entitlement is recagnised in the period in which the employee's services are
received.

Termination benefits are recognised immediately as an expense when the company is demonstrably committed to
terminate the employment of an employee or to provide termination henefits.

Leases

Rentals payable under operating leases, including any lease incentives received, are charged to profit or loss on a
straight line basis over the term of the relevant lease except where another more systematic basis is more
representative of the time pattern in which economic benefits from the leases asset are consumed.

Government grants
Gavernment grants are recognised at the fair value of the asset received or receivable when there is reasonable
assurance that the grant conditions will be met and the grants will be received.

A grant that specifies performance conditions is recagnised in income when the performance conditions are met.
Where a grant does not specify performance conditions it is recognised in income when the proceeds are received
or receivable. A grant received hefore the recognition criteria are satisfied is recognised as a liability.

Foreign exchange

Transactions in currencies other than pounds sterling are resorded at the rates of exchange prevailing at the dales
of the transactions. At each reporting end date, monetary assets and liabilities that are denominated in foreign
currencies are retranslated at the rates prevailing on the reporting end date. Gains and losses arising on translation
in the period are included in profit or less.

2 Judgements and key sources of estimation uncertainty

In the application of the company's accounting policies, the directors are required to make judgements, estimates
and assumptions about the carrying amcunt of assets and liabilities that are not readily apparent from other
sources. The estimates and asscciated assumptions are based on historical experience and other factors that are
considered to be relevant. Actual results may differ from these estimates.

The estimates and underlying assumptions are reviewed on an ongoing basis. Revisions to accounting estimates
are recognised in the period in which the estimate is revised where the revision affects only that period, or in the
period of the revision and future periods where the revision affects hoth current and future periods.

Key sources of estimation uncertainty
The estimates and assumptions which have a significant risk of causing a material adjustment to the carrying
amount of assets and liabilities are as follows.

Deferred income

Revenue relating to providing intranst services is recognised on a straight line basis over the agreed contract
period. Previously it was estimated that a proportion of the cost of providing this service was an up-front cost
relating to setup. however, as the nature of this service is developing over time into more subscription based
revenue, the Directors now deem it more appropriate 1o recognise 100% of the revenue on a straight line basis over
the duration of the subscription. The effect of this change in accounting estimate can be seen at note 24,
